How to use the scale tool in QCAD 3
(For scaling entities/shapes of differing widths to a common width)

The Scale tool in QCAD 3 can be used to scale existing entities – lines, shapes etc. of varying widths to a common width.
First we need to determine the width of the entity to scale. For example if  you need to scale a shape, you can use the measuring tool from the main CAD tools > Information tools (WM) > Distance point to point tool (IP) and select appropriate reference points to measure the total width (or the width you require to scale).
You can also gain the geometry information (length) of a line for example by selecting the entity and the length will show in the property editor. Once the width of the entity to scale is known you can apply the following examples to either scale down or scale up! 

1. To scale down a 175mm line to 100mm.
Enter in the Factor X field 100/175/1.
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2.The resultant modification is that the line is scaled down to 100mm.
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To scale down - select 175mm line - then go to main menu > modify
> scale.
Enter in Factor X field - 100/175/1
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Result - 175mm line is scaled down to 100mm
